Protecting Your Privacy
1. Protecting your privacy and the confidentiality of your personal information is
important to us.

Attendance, Assignments, Special Needs, and Refund
Policies

1. Punctuality and attendance for the duration of each session is required.

a. An excused absence will be granted in the case of an emergency or unavoidable
event. Notify the instructor immediately. An excused absence will be granted if
the participant received prior instructor approval. The participant will be required
to complete all assignments listed on the LMS for the missed session.

b. Missing more than 30 minutes of a session is considered an excused absence.

c. An unexcused absence will be granted if the participant did not receive prior
instructor approval. The participant will be required to complete all assignments
listed on the LMS for the missed session. One unexcused absence will result in an
automatic 10% total grade reduction.

d. Missing more than 60 minutes of a session is considered an unexcused absence.

e. In the case of a religious holiday, notify the instructor in advance and arrange to
complete session assignments.

f. Awithdrawal is required in the case of more than one absence for any reason.
g. Audits (attendance without completing all requirements) are not allowed.

The instructor may ask a participant to redo an
assignment one time for an improved grade. If an assignment is redone, it is due
by the next session, or the original grade will be recorded. If there are missing
assignments or quizzes, the participant may receive an incomplete.
